The Medea chair, crafted by Italian designer Vittorio Nobili, stands as an iconic piece within mid-20th-century
modernist design.

This set of four chairs features seats made from thermoformed walnut plywood, each elegantly supported by four
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black lacquered tubular legs, resting on small brass sabots.
